 SOUTH JORDAN ς The 
Bingham Miners took the next 
step toward a possible Region 3 
title ς and even more ς when 
they handled Copper Hills 50-7 
on their home field Friday 
night. 
 The Miners, who 
improved to 6-1 overall and 2-0 
in region, were never in any 
trouble. Harvey Langi rushed 
for 90 yards and two 
touchdowns, and he had plenty 
of help. 
 The Miners broke out to 
a 30-0 halftime lead, as their 
offensive line controlled the 
Grizzlies and got their running 
game going immediately. Ty 
HannayΩǎ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǘƻǳŎƘŘƻǿƴ Ǌǳƴ - 
a 30-yarder - put Bingham  
ahead early and that was 
actually all Bingham needed. 
 Bingham beat Copper 
Hills for the sixth straight time. 
The Miners are 14-1 against the 
Grizzlies overall. 
 While the offense was 
doing fine, the defense also got 
into the act. The Miners picked 
up their first safety of the 
season, and Roman Valenzuela  
intercepted a pass and 
returned it 26 yards for a score.

Kanuch (1 carry, 3 yards), the Miners racked up 327 yards on  
the ground. 
 Bingham only attempted to pass three times,  
completing one. Punter Braeden Loveless only had to punt  
once, but he stayed busy kicking extra points. 
 In the meantime, Copper Hills needed to throw to try  
to stay in the game. QB Quin Wright completed 6 of 16 passes  
for just 40 yards and he was harassed all night. Baker  
Prichard, Seni Fauonuku and Valenzuela each were credited  
with one sack. 
 The Grizzlies had just five first downs. Their only  
bright spot was workhorse back Colton Fogarty, who had  
95 yards on 16 carries, including a 52-yard run for a score.
