Story of the game: Jaden Jackson scored 24 points, including  
five three-pointers, to lift Skyline to a Region 2 victory over Murray. 

Murray's highlights: The Spartans trailed by six going into the  
final quarter, and put together a nice rally. David Collette had eight points 
in the final period, while Cade Bullough had six. Murray cut the margin 
to just two points at one time.  Collette led the way with 21 points.  
Bullough added 13. 

Skyline's highlights: The Eagles trailed after the first quarter, but 
rallied in the second period and led the rest of the way. Jackson helped 
the cause by connecting on 5 of 6 free throws in the fourth period. Brian  
Orr backed up Jackson with 15 points, including 3-4 charity shots late 
in the game. 

Statistical notes: Murray had a big edge in rebounding, but  
Skyline made 16-25 free throws, while the Spartans were just 4-5. Skyline 
made seven three-pointers, compared to just two for Murray. 

What we learned from this game: The Spartans dropped out of  
first place with this loss. This was a key game, and coach Workman said it would eventually be the biggest 
factor in both team’s seasons. Murray had a chance, and needed this win to gain momentum.
