Murray's highlights: The Spartans led most of the game, and
held a 31-23 advantage entering the fourth quarter. David Collette, who
was double and triple-teamed most of the night, fouled out in the fourth
qguarter. The Spartans won on a well-executed play and Bullough hit the
shot he'll remember the rest of his life.

Cyprus' highlights: The Pirates used the scoring of Marquis
Newman, who scored nine of his 11 points in the fourth period. They had
a chance to win the game, but suffered a turnover in the final seconds.

Statistical notes: Mike Lombardo's three-pointer in the fourth
qguarter really made a difference in this game. The Cyprus defense clearly
was set up to try to stop Collette. This was the only game all season in
which he didn't score in double figures.
