 On homecoming night, 
the West Panthers gave Skyline 
a lot better game than its fans 
would have liked. 
 The Eagles, however, 
got a big night from Algernon 
Brown, who showed off his 
rushing and passing abilities, to 
rally in the second half and win 
their second straight Region 2 
game, 36-19. 
 Brown rushed for a 
season-high 188 yards and two 
touchdowns also threw a 40-
yard halfback option pass to 
wide receiver Brian Orr for a 
score as Skyline came back 
from a 12-7 halftime deficit. 
 The Eagles had to be 
worried early. Skyline took a 7-
0 lead on a 6-yard run by 
quarterback Chase Dunford, 
but could not cross the goal line 
again in the first half. In the 
meantime, West QB Chance 
Abrath scored on a short run to 
narrow the gap (West missed 
the extra point) and then Tana 
Afeaki broke through for a 72-
yard punt return to give the  
Panthers the lead at 
intermission. 
 After the halftime

 Skyline had been working on that play for a

Filipe recorded two sacks, and Easton Story, 
Connor Airmet and Battaglia each had one. 
 Afeaki ǿŀǎ ²ŜǎǘΩǎ ōƛƎƎŜǎǘ ƎǊƻǳƴŘ ƎŀƛƴŜǊ 
with 98 yards on 19 carries, but a good chunk of 
that came late after Skyline had gained a 36-12 
lead. Anetipa Vaisagano added 74 yards on 11 
carries. 
 For Skyline, Andy Rounds added a 20-yard 
score that really put the game out of reach, and let 
the home crowd relax on this special night. 
Anthony Salehi had 36 yards rushing on six 
attempts, and Rounds had 32 yards. 
 The victory gave Skyline a 2-0 region record. 
It also marked the first time the Eagles had played
