 The Skyline Eagles are 
on a roll.  
 The Eagles routed an 
opponent for the fifth time in 
six games Friday, traveling to 
their East-side rival for a non-
region game and handing the 
Leopards a convincing 41-7 
defeat. 
 Algernon Brown had 
another big night, rushing for 
102 yards and four 
touchdowns. The dominating 
force, however, was the 
defense, which limited East to 
143 yards ŀƴŘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŀƭƭƻǿ ǘƘŜ 
Leopards to reach the end zone 
until late in the game. 
 Senior linebacker 
Easton Story led the way with 
eight tackles as Skyline had its 
second-best defensive effort of 
the season, holding East to just 
one score.

on just 10 carries. His biggest 
run went for a 55-yard 
touchdown that gave Skyline a 
21-0 first-quarter lead. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Quarterback Chase 
Dunford also had a good night. 
Dunford completed 6 of 8 
passes for 137 yards, and that 
included 14 and 24-yard 
touchdown passes to Brian Orr, 
who caught his 11th of 12th 
scoring tosses of the season. 
 Orr got the Eagles 
rolling early. His two scores 
gave Skyline a 13-0 margin. 
Brown then went to work when  
Skyline got near the end zone.

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Skyline held a 35-0 advantage at  
intermission. That score meant the

week, and the clock ran continuously  
until East quarterback Angel  
Castellanos scored on a 37-yard run 
in the fourth quarter. 
 Skyline came back with  
another short run by Brown, who put  
together his best scoring night of the  
season. Andy Rounds also played well,  
accumulating 58 yards on eight carries. 
 The victory over East was by  
the largest margin since 1991, when  
Skyline won 48-13.
